At LES we believe when children struggle 
repeatedly with behavior it is about a missing skill, 
not an adult inadequacy. We commit to 
consistency of care for all students through Grace 
& Accountability. This is accomplished by forming 
unconditional relationships with every child. 
Through teaching and protecting, we will establish 
kind and caring boundaries while maintaining high 
expectations. We believe this requires shared 
ownership: “Every child, every adult, every day.”

When student returns from office, they 
will move backwards through the 
continuum.

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After 1st Day

Ask your child about their day. Tell me three things that went well 
and one thing that was a challenge. 
Focus on the positives of the day. Recognize that the first day can 
be stressful because of all of the new people, activities, etc. You 
may also see a recurrence of anxieties after the excitement of the 
first few days subsides. Reassure your child if he or she is anxious 
about returning to school.
